Course Description:
The course units of study include: an introduction to human geography, population,
cultural patterns and processes, political geography, agricultural and rural geography,
economic geography, urban geography, and human environment. The purpose of the
course is to introduce students to the systematic study of patterns and processes that
have shaped human understanding, use, and alteration of the Earth’s surface.
Students will practice utilizing spatial concepts and landscape analysis to examine
human social organization and its environmental consequences. In addition, a major
focus of the course will be for students to analyze why these human phenomena,
spatial patterns, and interactions are essential to understanding the world. Finally,
students will learn about geographers’ methods, tools, and terminologies in their
practice.
